Your homework 
needs to be separated from your class notes. 
  
QUIZZES
The quizzes will be given weekly.  I will allow you to use your homework to take the 
quizzes!  Your lowest quiz grade will be dropped!  The quizzes will be based on 
homework or lecture problems.
